The invisible infection is getting serious!

If you are between 15 and 24 you are most at risk of having Chlamydia.

Chlamydia is a bacterial infection and the most common STI (sexually transmitted infection) in the UK. As part of a National Screening Programme all young people aged between 15-24 are being offered annual Chlamydia tests.
Chlamydia can lead to infertility in both sexes and other long term problems if it’s not treated.

Chlamydia can be invisible as often there are no symptoms.

Chlamydia is spread through and kind of intimate sexual contact; vaginal, oral, anal and even sex toys.

You can pick up a Chlamydia testing kit from the surgery; either from the labelled bins in the foyer or you can ask any member staff. Test are FREE and completely confidential.
The test takes just a few minutes. Pee in a pot, fill in the form and your results will be texted to you (or emailed, a phone call or letter), usually within 10 working days. 

It is easy to treat, it usually only takes 4 anti-biotic tablets to clear up the infection.
Using a condom every time you have sex reduces the risks of getting or passing on Chlamydia, other STI’S and HIV.
